Ainda que os acervos estejam presentes na maioria dos equipamentos, poucos
deles digitalizaram seus materiais. Essa prética foi mais comum entre arquivos (84%),
museus (68%) e pontos de cultura (74%), mas foi pouco comum nos demais tipos
de equipamentos. A proporciao de equipamentos que disponibilizaram seu acervo
digital para o publico na Internet foi ainda menor. Os arquivos parecem estar mais
avancados nesse processo, jd que 64% deles reportaram disponibilizar esse acervo para

o publico na Internet. Contudo, chamam a atencao as baixas proporc¢des verificadas
entre bibliotecas (9%) e museus (35%) (Grafico 12).
